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Jan Rybníček obtained his qualification (MVDr.) in Veterinary Medicine from the Veterinary and Pharmaceutical University, Brno, Czech Republic, in 1991. He continued at the same university as a postgraduate student and later as a clinical assistant in small animal internal medicine and dermatology. He received Fulbright Scholarship for a one year study stay (1995-1996) at the University of California, Davis (USA), where he focused on clinical dermatology and dermatopathology. At the same time he started with a research on immunohistochemical properties of canine sebaceous adenitis, results of which were presented at the 3rd World Congress of Veterinary Dermatology in Edinburgh, 1996. After returning to the Czech Republic, he continued as a clinical assistant at Veterinary University in Brno for a period of one year. Since 1997 he was working as a private referral dermatologist and dermatohistopathologist at two private referral centres in Brno and Prague (Czech Republic). In 2005 he decided to pursue the route of the European diploma in veterinary dermatology and had started his residency in Comparative veterinary dermatology at the University of Bristol (United Kingdom), which he completed in 2008 and has been certified Diplomate of the European College of Veterinary dermatology (DipECVD) after passing exams in 2009 and at the same time became an EBVS® European Veterinary SpecialistTM in Dermatology. Currently Jan Rybníček runs a private referral veterinary dermatology and dermatopathology service in Brno, Czech Republic. 

Jan Rybníček has given more than 300 lectures on dermatology both in the Czech Republic and internationally, he is an author / co-author of numerous scientific and clinical articles in the Czech and international journals and is an author of several dermatological chapters in four veterinary textbooks (Czech).  

Jan Rybníček is a full member of the European Society of Veterinary Dermatology (ESVD), European College of Veterinary Dermatology (ECVD), a member of the European Board of Veterinary Specialists (EBVS) and a member of the Chamber of the Veterinary Surgeons of the Czech Republic.
